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You break the vow referred to as “slander of the remainder” as follows. You
want to see another monk disgraced. You either know for a fact or you strongly
suspect that there is no basis for an accusation. There is no foundation based on
what someone saw, heard or suspects. Even while suspecting there is no basis,
you frame the opposite thought. You then want to say or you say, “This monk or
whatever it may be, has committed a certain amount of the downfalls which is
included in the secondary group or lower, called “the remainder”. Whether or
not you specifically connect the doer to the deed, you want to slander them, or
you do slander them.

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You break the vow referred to as “giving up the rules”, if another monk or
whoever it may be orders you to observe the rules such as to give up eating at
the wrong time, and even while you believe what they say, you frame the
opposite thought, and say “You don’t not know what you are talking about, or
whatever.” And because you don’t know what you are talking about, I don’t
believe your words. Until I can ask someone who knows, I'm not going to
observe this rule.”
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If you either desire to reject a person who is trying to help you keep the rules
properly or — motivated by that desire — you say something like the above, then
you have committed this wrongdoing.
