You break the first, if you sit or sleep on a 
throne which is of great value: that is, a throne which is encrusted with 
precious  substances  such  as  ivory,  gold,  silver  or  the  like,  or  a  throne 
that  is  wider  then  a  full  cubit,  for  your  own  pleasure,  without  a 
compelling reason to do so.   This is true regardless of the height of the 
throne. You break  the  second,  if you sit or  sleep on a  seat of  the  same 
kind. 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
