The  second  failing  is  failing  to  take  up  the  appearance  of  someone 
who  has  left  the  home  life,  with  upper  robes,  lower  robes  and  the 
like.  If you don’t have robes, you must make them.  If you are able to 
make robes and you don’t, then you have failed in your commitment 
to  take on  the appearance of a Buddhist who has  left  the home  life.  
You  have  also  failed  in  this  commitment  if‑–without  compelling 
need—you take on the distinctive appearance of a non Buddhist sect: 
which means that you make a commitment to go naked; or you hold 
or wear robes which are made of human hair or have owl feathers or 
the like. 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and a half finger widths in length.   If–without compelling need–you 
exceed  these  two  measures  by  a  half  a  finger  width  or  more,  you 
have broken this vow.  You have one breakage for every half a finger
